An Ordinance to Exceed the Municipal Budget Appropriation Limits and to Establish a Cap Bank

TOWNSHIP OF EAST WINDSOR

MERCER COUNTY, NEW JERSEY

ORDINANCE NO.  2021-03

AN ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK 

WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the preparation of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget up to 1.0% unless authorized by ordinance to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, subject to certain exceptions; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by ordinance, appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriation and the 3.5% percentage rate as an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and

WHEREAS, the Township Council of the Township of East Windsor in the County of Mercer finds it advisable to permit an increase of its CY 2021 budget by up to 3.5%, if necessary, over the previous year’s final appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and

WHEREAS, the Township Council hereby determines that an increase of up to 2.5 % increase in the budget for said year, amounting to $470,852.63 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise permitted by the Local Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and

WHEREAS, the Township Council hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as part of the final CY 2021 budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Council of the Township of East Windsor, County of Mercer and State of New Jersey as follows:

I

1. In the CY 2021 budget year, the final appropriations of the Township of East Windsor shall, in accordance with this ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14, be increased by 3.5%, amounting to $659,193.68 and that the CY 2021 municipal budget for the Township of East Windsor be approved and adopted in accordance with this ordinance; and, 
2. Any amount authorized herein that is not appropriated as part of the final CY 2021 budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years.
3. A certified copy of this ordinance as introduced shall be filed with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction.
4. A certified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the recorded vote included thereon, shall be filed with said Director within 5 days after such adoption.

II

REPEAL
All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

III

SEVERABILITY
If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is held to be unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this ordinance.

IV

EFFECTIVE DATE
This ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the final passage and publication as required by law.

She stated the shredding truck reached capacity around noon, preventing the Township from accepting anymore shredding while a line of cars stretched down Lanning Boulevard for the event.  Mayor Mironov stated this issue was not brought to her attention, and it would have been appropriate for the Public Works Director to bring this issue to her attention first thing Monday morning with information as to what happened, how it was handled, insight into the issue and a plan to consider scheduling an additional shredding event for residents who were turned away.  She also stated that for future events a note should be included on future flyers regarding the potential to reach capacity.  Mayor Mironov stated she is hoping to get a full report on this from the Public Works Director.  She also requested additional information as to how electronics recycling was handled at the event.
Mayor Mironov stated the Municipal Clerk has been in communication with the State of New Jersey regarding the filing of financial disclosure statements and once information was made available by the State, it would be distributed to Mayor and Council.  

Mayor Mironov stated the following correspondence had been received:  a quarterly report from the Building Department;  a revenue report from the Finance Department;  a letter dated April 1 from Mercer County regarding Alliance funding;  a memorandum dated April 8 from the Public Works Director regarding payment to the contractor for the Exeter Road project; a memorandum from the Township Manager regarding bill list questions raised at the February 9 Council meeting;  and a memorandum dated April 15 from the Township Manager regarding bill list questions from the March 23 Council meeting.  
Mayor Mironov stated Township Attorney Mr. Orron had been in contact with the Board of Public Utilities and they appear willing to grant an extension of time on Comcast’s application for municipal consent.  

Mayor Mironov reminded Council Members that the annual Stream Clean-up Event would be taking place on Saturday, April 24 at Etra Lake Park.  Operation Medicine Cabinet will take place on Saturday, April 24 at the Police/Court building.  The Township is encouraging participation in the Adopt-a-Spot program.  

Mayor Mironov stated a letter was received from Mercer County Executive Brian Hughes regarding the County’s vaccination site.  She stated that the County has not been communicating directly with local mayors and elected officials.  It is her understanding on April 10 the County Executive closed the Mercer County COVID vaccination site that was previously providing first-dose vaccinations and the site will not just provide second-dose vaccinations.  She stated this means there is no county sponsored site within Mercer County outside of Trenton, and local officials have expressed their frustrations to the County.  She stated a number of Moderna vaccines were made available to municipalities, which means the Township must now utilize our own resources to schedule and run clinics for both doses, a process which will take weeks to months.  Mayor Mironov stated she will keep Council up to date on the subject.  

Mayor Mironov stated a letter was received from the prosecutor identifying alternate prosecutors, and asked the matter be listed on the next Council agenda.  Mayor Mironov stated a letter dated January 25 was received from AECOM regarding the right of way along One Mile Road, and she requested staff review the letter and advise of any concerns or needed actions.  

Mayor Mironov indicated there are several grant applications the Township is working on with various due dates approaching, so she wanted to raise them as a reminder to staff that these items need to be made available for a Council agenda with sufficient time prior to the application deadline, including the COVID-19 Vaccination Supplemental Funding grant, the Department of Community Affairs FY2021 Local Recreation Improvement grant, and the NJDEP Urban Parks Initiative grant.  Mayor Mironov added the Township Manager is continuing to work on the next steps for the Union Transportation Trail extension project, and requested staff monitor the grant award from NJDOT Local Fright Impact grant program and that the Township is on top of any required actions or deadlines.  

Mayor Mironov requested an update on Magnolia Ridge and the Shoppes at East Windsor.  She also requested staff ensure there are no issues being raised regarding the previously held invoices for permanent financing.  She also requested staff track the federal COVID relief bill funding and the guidelines regarding what the funds can be used for.
DISCUSSION ITEMS AND COUNCIL ACTION WHERE APPROPRIATE:
1. East Windsor Senior Center Expansion Project
Mayor Mironov stated the Township is waiting to hear back from the designer after the last Council meeting.  She stated it was the belief of Council that the project architect, Kevin Settembrino of Settembrino Architects, would attend that meeting but there was a miscommunication.  She stated the matter was listed tonight because there are some procedures to review, but Mr. Settembrino had indicated he was still reviewing all of the information and was not prepared yet to provide his recommendation.  Mayor Mironov requested this item be listed on the next Council agenda.  

2. Child Safety Seat Program:  FY2021 New Jersey Division of Highway Traffic Safety Grant 
Mayor Mironov stated a memorandum was received on this matter from the Chief of Police.  She stated the Township received a grant award for this program in 2020 but the Township was unable to utilize the funds.  This memorandum includes a proposal to bring back the program for 2021.  Mr. Yeager stated he thinks this a beneficial program and would like to see it move forward this year.  Mr. Rosenberg also expressed his support of the program.  Mayor Mironov asked Council Members for any input on the proposed dates or locations.  Ms. Daniels stated she is supportive of the event taking place at the Police Department and liked the suggestion that materials would include a note regarding wearing masks.  Mayor and Council agreed to move forward with the program.   
3. New Jersey Department of Law and Public Safety, Office of the Attorney, SFY2021 General Body Worn Camera Grant Program
Mayor Mironov stated a memorandum was received from the Chief of Police with information regarding the program, funding and a proposed application to replace and expand the Township’s existing body worn cameras.  Mayor Mironov stated she is supportive of moving forward but requested further information if the proposed phased use of the award is permissible.  She also requested a review of the numbers regarding number of sworn officers vs. the number of body cameras the Township currently owns, as it was not clear in the application how these numbers added up.  She stated the application also lists five payments, and she requested clarification as to how that relates to the potential phasing of the project.  Mr. Yeager questioned the timeline of deliverables and if it would align with the grant requirements.  Mayor Mironov requested a motion to file the application, subject to the comments raised this evening regarding confirming the ability to phase the award, revisiting the timeline of deliverables, and examining any possible missed dates under the proposed timeline.
It was MOVED by Yeager, SECONDED by Shapiro to file the application subject to the conditions as discussed.

There being seven (7) ayes, and no (0) nays, the application will be filed subject to the conditions as discussed.
4. Abandoned Foreclosed Property Program Administration
Mayor Mironov stated that information from the Community Development Director, the Finance Director and the Municipal Clerk had been distributed to Mayor and Council on this subject.  Mayor Mironov requested staff review the registration process.  Mr. Brady stated there is a running list with all properties that have been determined to be abandoned or vacant that is updated upon the receipt of any notifications of foreclosure from the County.  Mr. Brady stated that due to the pandemic, foreclosures have not been processed so the list has not had any updates throughout 2020.  The Clerk’s Office reviewed the list late 2020 and sent out letters to the listed contacts notifying them of the requirement to renew their registrations in January 2021.  Mayor Mironov asked how many letters went out, as the memo from Ms. Cronin dated April 14 indicates there are over 40 properties on the list but only ten are paying fees.  She also asked why some have paid fees when others have not.  Mr. Brady stated he did not know how many letters went out and that staff would follow up with any properties that have not registered for 2021, with the likelihood these properties have since been sold and are no longer required to be registered.  Mayor Mironov asked what happens if a property does not register and who would handle that follow up.  Mr. Brady stated the Manager’s Office would follow up via telephone to ensure compliance.  Mayor Mironov asked when the letters went out and Municipal Clerk Kelly Lettera stated January 5, 2021 and that roughly 23 letters were sent out.  Community Development Director Sherry Cronin stated the list tracks what properties have responded to the letter regarding 2021 registration and if the applicable fees were paid.  Ms. Cronin stated she also utilized Mercer County’s system regarding foreclosures to identify any potential new properties to be added to the list, but acknowledge the Mercer County Sherriff had not been pursuing foreclosures on residential properties.  Ms. Cronin stated her understanding is on May 12, foreclosures will resume on commercial properties so activity should pick up later in the year.  Mayor Mironov stated she believed renewals are due on January 1 and initial registrations are subject to a pro-rata fee based on when they initial register during the year.  Mr. Brady stated the other component of this process is determining if a property is in fact abandoned, not just foreclosed.  Once the Township receives notification of a foreclosure, the property is then inspected by the Health Department to determine if it is in fact vacant, and if applicable, the property owner is then notified of the requirement to register.  Mr. Yeager asked if the properties on the list are owned by banks or individuals.  Mr. Brady stated the properties on the list were subject to liens by the mortgage company and the homeowners went into default on the loan, at such time the mortgage company chose to foreclose on the home, and the complaint is filed with the Mercer County court system.  Mr. Yeager thanked Mr. Brady for the explanation.  Mayor Mironov requested an update be provided to Council twice a year with the updated list and revenue runs.  Mr. Yeager requested the updates include historical information so as to compare to previous years.    
5. Vacant Parcel at 64 Woodside Avenue (Block 22, Lot 48)

Mayor Mironov stated an updated memorandum was provided by the Community Development Director expanding on the matter which has been previously discussed before.  Mayor Mironov asked if the Township should consider applying for wetland delineation on the property before possibly auctioning it for sale.  Mr. Orron stated a letter of interpretation would likely cost several thousand dollars in application fees and could take anywhere from six to nine months.  Mayor Mironov asked if there are any disclosure requirements or any other advice the Governing Body should consider regarding this possible sale.  Mr. Orron stated that anyone who is interested in purchasing the site will likely only purchase it to build a home on the property, so any sale might be contingent upon the wetlands delineation, as it directly affects the possibility of developing the property.  Mayor Mironov asked what the process would be if the Township did not want to underwrite such a cost.  Mr. Orron stated another option would be to request the Township Engineer conduct a site visit to make a preliminary determination if the property is viable or not.  Mr. Orron stated he would not recommend applying for the letter of interpretation and instead would present it as a condition on behalf of the buyer.  Mr. Brady stated this matter was brought to the Township’s attention due to complaints from neighboring properties, as illegal dumping was taking place on the site by adjacent properties.  He suggested reaching out to the adjacent property owners to see if they have any interest in purchasing the site.  Mayor Mironov stated that feedback would be considered.  Mr. Zoller stated he would like to see this property returned to the tax rolls.  Mayor Mironov requested staff follow up with adjacent property owners and contact T&M for a quote for an on-site evaluation in order to determine if this is a worthwhile matter to pursue further.
6. Senior Center Interlocal Services Agreement with Hightstown Borough
Mayor Mironov stated the current agreement expired in February of this year, but due to the circumstances of the year the item was listed for an update.  She asked if a proposal on this matter would be prepared by the Recreation Department or the Senior Center.  Mr. Brady stated he would prepare a proposal for Mayor and Council to review.  He stated he received the 2020 data from the Finance Department earlier that day and indicated that due to the odd year the proposal would require a more in-depth comparison rather than the formulas that have been used in the past.  Mayor Mironov thanked Mr. Brady and agreed that this should be approached in such a way that is fair to both municipalities.

7. Township Recreation Department Programs and Costs
Mayor Mironov stated that the Recreation Director prepared three memos on this subject, but only two were distributed in the meeting packets, as the third was not prepared in time for distribution.  She referenced the April 14 memo from the Recreation Director that included additional information on possible spring programs.  Mayor Mironov questioned the draft flyer attached for spring programming and stated the direction at the April 6 Council meeting was to move forward with the proposed spring programming, but the memo suggests these programs could be offered as summer programs instead.  Mr. Brady stated he misunderstood the direction at the last Council meeting and had advised the Recreation Director to provide information answering the questions that were raised at that meeting about the proposed spring programming.  He stated that it is his understanding that these programs can be built to the Township’s schedule and liking, so if Council wanted to give the green light on the spring programming, information can be finalized and advertised as soon as possible and the program dates could be adjusted to late spring.  Mayor Mironov stated it may be helpful for department heads to attend the Council meetings if the have business listed on the agenda.  She added that the draft flyer included program start dates of April 17, so she doesn’t understand what that is meant to represent or what the goal is of this memorandum.  Mayor and Council directed Mr. Brady to follow up with the Recreation Director first thing the following day to get spring programming in place as quickly as possible.  She also requested additional information on possible virtual programs vs. in person programs and what might be feasible.   
Mayor Mironov stated there are two memos dated April 15 from the Recreation Director, one regarding summer camp planning and the other regarding summer programming.  Mayor Mironov stated she is a supporter of having a summer camp program this year if at all possible.  She stated she had the following questions based on the memos:  what school facilities have we applied to use; why have the proposed hours been cut to a half day program rather than a full day program, and how many campers have we accommodated in past years?  Mr. Brady stated the school district typically does not inform the Township what school facilities and spaces they are permitted to use until closer toward the end of spring.  Mayor Mironov asked Mr. Brady what facilities the Township applied to use and Mr. Brady stated he did not have that information.   
Mayor Mironov stated that we are approaching May and other towns have begin to advertise their programs.  She added the Recreation Director should be present tonight to answer these questions.  She stated she is not pleased and does not see how a decision can be made when the information is lacking.  Mr. Zoller stated in the April 15 memo, the survey results indicated 86% of families reported they would like a full day program, rather then a half day as proposed.  Mr. Yeager agreed that a full day program would be best.  Mr. Rosenberg stated the memo notes the School District would not allow the camp to use any playground equipment and asked if that was a new restriction.  Mr. Brady stated it was a new restriction due to COVID-19.  Mayor and Council agreed that additional information was needed in order to move forward with any action and requested the information as soon as possible. 
MATTERS BY PUBLIC: 
Marc Platizky, 783 Twin Rivers Drive North, asked for an update regarding the Senior Center.  Mayor Mironov stated that the Township is having those discussions in order to provide an accurate completion date.
