Weekly registration fee for East Windsor residents is $205; reduced fee of $135 for 3 day camp week
of July 5, 6, 7. (Hightstown residents $230, 3 day camp week of July 5, 6, 7 is $155) Weekly fees include the
cost of field trips, presentations, transportation to and from the trips, and a camp T-shirt to wear
during the summer. (Morning Care is available 7AM to 9 AM and Afternoon Care is available from 3 PM
to 6 PM. Campers may register for the full week of Camp Care in advance or daily registration, as needed is
available on site. Weekly fee is $60 for Morning Care, $90 for Afternoon Care, or $135 for both sessions. Daily
fee is $20 for Morning Care, $25 for Afternoon Care, or $40 for both Daily Care Sessions.)

Registration and Camp Payment can be made at https://register.communitypass.net/EastWindsor;
delivered in person, or mailed to the Recreation Department. All program registrations must include
a minimum $50 deposit per child/per program; the remaining balance is due no later than the
Wednesday prior to the start of camp. Payment in full is required for all campers to participate in
weekly camp program. Our Camp Programs have a limited number of spots available each week.
Once those spots have been filled, a waitlist will automatically be created for that week.

The East Windsor Recreation Summer camp will operate out of the Ethel McKnight Elementary
School.

No refunds will be granted after May 31. Those who would like to request a refund must contact the Recreation
