The Township maintains a year-round 24/7 accessible permanent medi-
cine drop box in the lobby of the police/court building. 
East Windsor will hold Free Rabies Clinics for dog and cat owners on Saturday, 
November 7 from 1 P.M. to 3 P.M. at East Windsor Volunteer Fire Company No. 1 
at 51 One Mile Road and on Saturday, November 14 from 1 P.M. to 3 P.M. at East 
Windsor Volunteer Fire Company No. 2 at 69 Twin Rivers Drive.  Owners will be 
required to show a certificate of previous rabies vaccination to receive a vaccina-
tion of three year duration;  otherwise vaccinations of one year duration only will be 
provided.  For safety, all animals must be properly restrained by leash or carried.  
All persons attending the rabies clinic are required to wear a face covering over 
their mouth and nose at all times and must maintain social distancing of six feet 
minimum, per CDC guidelines.  For more information, contact the Animal Control 
Officer at (609) 448-5678, ext. 229.

Voters can return the completed VBM ballot by mail in the pre-paid envelope or place it in any secure 
drop box, one is located in front of the East Windsor Municipal Court Building (80 One Mile Road) 
up to 8 P.M. on Election Day. Voters also can return their own VBM Ballot personally to their polling 
location on Election Day.

5 Free Sources of Manufacturer Coupons You Can Find Online

Whether you still read a traditional newspaper or use your smartphone for virtually everything, 
there are few excuses for not using coupons. Unless, of course, you enjoy paying more than nec-
essary.  
 
Coupons can now be found in multiple forms accessible through various means, from newspapers 
to mobile apps. 

In fact, digital coupons are found in so many places that it can be hard to keep up. So, weôve 
rounded up six major sources of manufacturer coupons that anyone with an internet connection 
can access. All are free. 
 
By ñdigital coupon,ò I simply mean coupons found online or through apps. 

Major sources of digital coupons include the following. 
      
1. Coupons.com  This website is perhaps the largest source of manufacturer coupons. The cou-
pons can be printed out from the website, or accessed and redeemed via the Coupons.com app.  
 
2. RedPlum.com This site offers manufacturer coupons that can be printed or saved to a grocery-
store loyalty card. 

 
3. SmartSource.com  This site offers manufacturer coupons that can be printed, accessed via app 
or redeemed via grocery-store loyalty card. Note that SmartSource refers to the last option as 
ñDirect2Card.ò 
 

4. Manufacturer websites:  Many manufacturers offer coupons directly to consumers on 
their brandsô websites.  

So, poke around the websites of your favorite brands to see if they offer digital savings. 

Additionally, some giant corporations that own many brands offer coupons for all of their brands 
in one place. For example, Procter & Gamble does this through its P&G Everyday program, and 
General Mills does it through its Tablespoon program 

5. Retailer websites:  Many major retailers offer manufacturer coupons through their own 
websites. For example, Walgreensô site offers manufacturer coupons that you can add to your 
Walgreens loyalty card with the click of a button.

How to Save Even More Money at Dollar Stores 

 
While other U.S. retail stores are disappearing, dollar stores are pop 

ping up everywhere. In fact, the two biggest operators added 942 store-
fronts over a recent 12-month stretch, for a total of more than 31,000 
sites. That's more than all the McDonald's and Starbucks outlets in the U.S. combined. 

That's no surprise to anyone who has shopped in a dollar store lately. These retailers ð Dollar Tree 
and Family Dollar (both owned by the same company), plus Dollar General ð now carry all kinds of 
groceries, including brand-name products, in addition to usual dollar store fare like no-name batteries 
and greeting cards. A new study by the University of Nevada, Las Vegas, found that 84 percent of 
produce and 89.5 percent of non-produce items cost much less at these discount chains, and the pro-
duce quality is comparable to what's in supermarkets. But just because there are lots of bargains 
doesn't mean everything's a good deal. Here are five ways to save more at dollar stores ð and avoid 
the duds. 
 
1. Read the ingredients 
When buying packaged foods like granola bars, crackers, soup and cereal from unknown brands, 
check nutrition labels. I found a box of granola bars that looked a lot like a Quaker Oats product. But 
the top ingredient in the dollar store product was high fructose corn syrup; Quaker Oats lists granola 
first. 
 
2. Do the math 
Sizes are often different at dollar stores, so it's not always easy to do a quick apples-to-apples price 
comparison. My advice: Before going, jot down unit prices of items you buy regularly at your grocery 
store. Then, if need be, use the calculator on your smartphone to compare those to dollar store prices. 
Some products aren't as cheap as they might seem. For example, I bought a 5-ounce can of shaving 
cream at Dollar Tree for $1, which comes out to 20 cents per ounce. Bed Bath & Beyond, though, sold 
a 10-ounce container of the same brand of shaving cream for $1.24, or 12.4 cents an ounce ð 38 per-
cent less. 

3. Pile on the coupons 

Dollar General and Family Dollar feature sales and juicy store coupons on their websites, plus they 
accept manufacturer coupons. You can also download dollar store phone apps for coupons on the go. 
The Family Dollar app's newly launched Smart Spins feature offers surprise coupons, and the store 
allows you to combine store and manufacturer coupons. Just be sure to check retailer websites for re-
strictions; for example, Dollar Tree ð where everything truly costs no more than a dollar ð accepts 
manufacturer coupons, but you're limited to four a day. Also sign up for email alerts to keep up on 
special deals. 

4. Try the store brands 

Though ingredients might not be the same as big brands, many are worth a try. For example, I found a 
small container of liquid Downy for 10 cents an ounce; Dollar Tree's LA's Totally Awesome private-
label fabric softener was less than 2 cents an ounce. Major dollar stores may have multiple house 
brands. Dollar General's private-label brands include DG, Clover Valley, Heartland Farms, and Smart 
& Simple. Family Dollar's brands include Eatz, Family Chef and Silver Falls.
